Suggested long-term plan: Music - Qutline (kS1)

Keeping the pulse (My favourite things) (5 lessons)

Exploring the concept of keeping a steady pulse together, children
engage in music and movement activities inspired by their favourite
things. They participate in different activities, moving to the beat of
the music while thinking about and expressing their favourite objects
OF EXperiences,

Dynamics [(Seaside) (5 lessons)

Exploring the connections between music, sounds, and
envirgnments, children aim to represent the seaside. They use
peroussion instruments, vocal sounds, and body percussion to create
sounds like crashing waves, calling seagulls, and rustling sand. They
use vaices and instruments to practice varying dynamics—showing a
contrast between loud and soft sounds.

Pitch (Superheroes) (5 kessons)

Identifying high and low notes, children use this knowledge to
compose a simple tune that represents a superhero. They then listen
to different pitches, recognising the difference between high and low
sounds. After identifying these notes, pupils experiment with
combining different pitches to create a melody that represents their
chosen superhero.

Tempo (Theme: Snail and moise) (5 hessons)

Using voices, bodies and instruments to listen and respond to different
pieces of music, children learn and perform a rhiyme and song with a focus
on tempo. They focus on the adventures of the Snail and mouse to
understand how tempo can shape a musical story,

Sound patterns (Fai

tales) (5 lessons)

Examining different favourite fairy tales, children discuss the key
moments in these stories. They are guided to clap and read simple sound
patterns, matching the different characters of the story. Pupils then use
these sound patterns to retell the fairy tale, bringing the story to life
through sound and movement.

Musical symbols (Under the sea) (5 lessons)

Diving into the unknown, childrenexplore the depths of the sea through
music, moverment, musical symbols, and the playing of tuned percussion
instruments. They engage in activities that allow them to express the
mysterious underwater warld, such as using their bodies to mimic the
movement of sea creatures. They learn to interpret musical symbols to
translate visual cues into sounds and play tuned percussion instruments,
to represent the wonders of the underwater world.
